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Locations > Step: 1 Location Types 

Location types identify locations with like attributes and also control the options that may be applied.  You 

need to create a location type first before you are able to create locations. 

To create a location type, from the main menu click ‘Manage/Locations/Types’. 

1. Click on the ’New’ button on the top right corner 

2. Enter location type details 

3. Click ‘Save’ to save your changes.

Available functions are outlined in the table below: 

 
Important Note:  when selecting Function (NONE) select replace the address with location name. 

 

Function Description Parameter 

None Locations without a specific function have only 
one parameter, trigger distance. This parameter 
alerts the vehicle operator of the proximity to a 
location based on this parameter. If this 
parameter is 0, no alert is given. 
 

Trigger distance: important note; 
when selecting Function (NONE) 
select replace the address with 
location name. 
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No, Go This triggers a warning when the vehicle 
approaches the location and an alert when the 
vehicle enters the zone. Entry into the zone may 
also trigger an alarm transmission to the AVM 
system. 

Trigger distance: Distance in meters 
to prior warn the vehicle operator. 
Send Alert: Send an alert if the 
vehicle enters this zone. 
Alert on the entry: Single beep on 
entry into the zone. 
Continuous Alert: Driver alert if over 
the threshold for xx seconds. 
Parameters Per Location 
Expires: Date/Time is set in “more 
Location details’ once a location is 
created. 
 

Speed Zone Speed zones allow the monitoring of vehicles 
speed within an area or on predefined road 
segments. A default road speed can be allocated 
which sets the speed when not in any other speed 
zone. This zone can have optional spatial data. E.g. 
location or hot spot. If no spatial data is attached 
the speed zone is global. 

Trigger Distance 
 
Speed Limit: Shows driver if over 
speed threshold. 
Priority: If multiple speed zones are 
specified for a location, the priority 
is used to determine which one to 
use 0- 
Lowest, 10 -Highest. (Default 0). 
Options:  
Alert: Secondary speed threshold 
and delay parameter. 
 

School Zone Operates the same as a speed zone but with 
optional time parameter. 

Trigger Distance. 
Speed limit: shows the driver the 
speed threshold. 
Options: 
Alert: Secondary speed threshold 
and delay parameter 
Alarm: Third threshold and delay 
parameter 
Continuous Alert: Driver alert if over 
threshold > xx seconds. 
 

Hot Spot A hot spot produces a warning on the navigation 
panel when the vehicle approaches the hot spot. 
Speed may be set for a hot spot. 

Trigger Distance. 
Alert on Entry (to trigger distance); 
Driver is alerted on entering the hot 
zone trigger distance. 
Continuous Alert: Driver alert if over 
threshold for xx seconds 
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Notify message: A message that is 
sent to the driver on entering the 
hot spot 
Additional Fields: 
Speed, alarm speed, alert speed and 
expires: adding these fields allows 
customers to set these parameters 
when creating a hot spot location. 
 

Banded Speed 
zone 

Can be used for speed alerts to override the 
posted road speed currently set in the map data. 
For example, school terms can be added as 
banded speed zones, road works, speed alerts for 
over 0km, 5km, 10, 15 km etc. 

Per customer requirement, the 
alert option and the action required 
the need to be set.  
NB: If the alert needs to be 
displayed to the driver tick “use at 
terminal.” 
 

Customer Site This is used for ZONES or customer locations that 
require a job site radius, Speed thresholds can be 
added. 
 

 

No Activity Allows for checking of vehicles in remote 
locations, an example is if a drive was to stop and 
the vehicle did not move in that location because 
of a vehicle fault for example then a No Activity 
status would be reported by the Vehicle then 
based on the location type parameters and time 
period a No Activity alert is generated.

Swept Road A swept road generates functionality to report on 
sweeper activity on the location. This type of 
location will be a road segment that must be 
swept in both directions.

Within a sweeper road mesh some roads may be 
excluded from sweeping due to being parked out 
or otherwise unavailable. These can be marked as 
sweeper exclude.

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Background 
Rule 

This is the default rule that will be applied to a 
zone. If this rule is broken, then some alerts will 
be triggered. 

Alert: Secondary speed threshold 
and delay parameter. 
Alarm: Third speed threshold and 
delay parameter. 
Continuous Alert: Driver alert if 
over threshold >xx seconds. 
 

Road Usage This reports vehicle movements along a particular 
road at a particular location. 

Trigger distance 
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Location Parameters options: 

 

Location parameters depend on the location type and function. Some functions do not require parameters. 

Customers can set the parameters as desired.

Log Only No alert sent only appears reports 

Silent Alert A silent alert is displayed on the screen. 

Notify Entry Entry alert

When creating a location type, be sure to select the right option for your location type. 
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To Edit a location type: 

1. select the type from the location types tree on the left-hand side. 

2. Do the required change. 

3. Click on ‘Save’. 

Step 2:  Search the map and create a new location: 

Search the map as seen in the image above > enter in the address for the preferred location point, zone or 

line. 

 

Left click and select > Show > once the address appears select > Create a new location 

 

The below drop down option will appear:  

1. Select the location geometry required; Point, Line or Zone (Geofence).  

a. Point is a circle that you can change the radius on to make it bigger. 

 

 
b. Line is a line from one point to another that can have multiple points to allow it to follow a 

road.  The width and colour are determined by the Location Type chosen. 
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c. A Zone is drawn using multiple points on the map, remember you need to double click at the 

end to close the fence. 

 

 
 

2. Select the location type.  

3. Click OK to save.  
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NOTE:  

You will need to select turn on location type for all new types, created and used for the first time.  

An error message will appear as listed below prompting the user to turn on the location. 
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Create the location, ‘click’ on the preferred area on the map as seen in the image below: 

To close the area created ‘double click on the last point’. 

1. Enter the Location name. 

2. Enter a description and code (optional). 

3. Allocate to a department. 

4. Allocate to the required location group/ or this can be completed in step 3. 

5. Select location Type and Save. 

 

To make changes to the location of the position of a location point left click on the location and choose 

“Change Position”

Click on the location on the map where you want to move the point to and click “Use Locaiton” 

 

To change the position of the lines on a geo-fence left click the location and select “Change Position”. Now you 

will see moveable squares that you can use to drag the line on the map. 
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Once you are happy with the new position then click on OK on the bottom right or the screen or click Cancel if 

you don’t want to keep the changes. 
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Step3: Location Groups 

A location group is a collection of locations that may be related to specific tasks, e.g. a list of gullies to be 

cleaned in a set inspection.  

To create > select > edit location groups, from the main menu click > ‘Manage > Locations/Groups 

 A Location group’s window will pop up. 

To create a new location group, click > New > enter the new location group details as desired and save. 
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To add/remove locations from a group: 

 

1.    Select the locations group name from the Locations Groups tree. 

2.    Current group locations will appear in the left pane ‘Location in group.’ 

3.    Available locations will show on the right pane ‘Available locations’. 

4.    Select location(s) from the right pane and press the  to add the locations to the group. 

5.    Select the group’s locations from the left pane and press the  to remove these locations from the 

group. 

 

4. Location Reports:  

 

To report on vehicle activity within a location select > Reports from the main screen to access the menu > 

select the following report categories: Multi > Geofence> Locations Activity as seen below
